The Present Simple Tense

(also called the simple present tense)

Simple present tense form
Present simple tense with other verbs

With all other verbs, we make the present simple in the same way. 

The positive is really easy. It's just the verb with an extra ‘s’ if the subject is ‘he’, ‘she’, or ‘it’. Let's take the verb ‘play’ as an example: 

	Positive (of 'play') 

	I play 

	you play 

	he plays 

	she plays 

	it plays 

	we play 

	they play 


· Spelling changes with the present simple : 
· For verbs that end with ss, sh, ch, x, o we add es to the end of the verb :
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Too & not  enough    
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· Fix                  fixes                     mix                   mixes

· Go                  goes                      do                      does  
· Verbs that end in y like 
· Marry                   marries          study                       studies

· There are also few verbs which are irregular in the present simple: 

'have' becomes 'has'                         pay     becomes   pies 
To make the negative form, you need to use ‘do not’ (don't) or ‘ does not’ (doesn't).

Why We Use The present Simple tense 
1 -  Firstly , we use the Present Simple when something is generally true. For example, 

· The sun rises in the east. 

· People need food. 

· It snows in winter. 

· The sky isn’t green. 

· Water boils at 100°C. 

· Plants die without water. 

· Two and two make four. 

2: Secondly, we need to use this tense for a situation that we think is more or less permanent 

· Where do you live? 

· She works in a bank. 

· They love coffee. 

· She has three children. 

· I am married. 

· I don't like mushrooms. 

3: The next use is for habits or things that we do regularly. We often use adverbs of frequency in this case 
Do you smoke? 

· I play tennis every Tuesday. 

· We often go to the cinema. 

· She gets up at seven o'clock every day. 

· At the weekend, we usually go to the market. 

· How often do you study English? 

· I don't travel very often. 

4: Four, we use the Simple Present to talk about what happens in books, plays, or films: 

· The hero dies at the end of the film. 

· A young woman travels through Europe, where she meets different people, and finally falls in love. 

· In this book, an army invades Britain. 

· The main character is very pretty and works in a bookshop. 

5: We use it in the first and the zero conditional. 

6: Strangely, we can use this tense to talk about the future. When you are discussing a timetable or a fixed plan, you can use this tense. Usually, the timetable is fixed by an organization, not by us. 

· School begins at nine tomorrow. 

· Our train leaves at eleven. 

· What time does the film start? 

· The plane doesn't arrive at seven, it arrives at seven thirty. 

· When does the class finish? 

7: We also use it to talk about the future after words like ‘ when’, ‘ until’, ‘ after’, ‘ before’, ‘as soon as’ in a future sentence. 

· I will call you when I have time. (Not ‘will have’) 

· I won't go out until it stops raining. 

· She'll come as soon as her babysitter arrives. 

· I'm going to make dinner after I watch the news. 

· I'll give you the book before you go. 

8: We need to use this simple tense with some special verbs which we don't use in continuous tenses (Stative verbs).. 

· This soup tastes great. 

· You look fabulous. 

· I think she is very pretty. 

· I am cold. 

· I promise I will help you. 
Adverbs of frequency

With the present simple, we often use adverbs of frequency to say ‘how often’ we do something. Here’s a list of common adverbs: 

· always 

· frequently 

· generally 

· hardly ever 

· infrequently 

· never 

· normally 

· occasionally 

· often 

· rarely 

· regularly 

· seldom 

· sometimes 

· usually 

We usually put these  adverbs in the middle of the sentence, between the subject and the verb: 

· I often go to the cinema. 

· She sometimes visits me at home. 

· We usually drink coffee. 

We can also put them at the very beginning or end of the sentence. This makes them stronger: 

· Often I go to the cinema. 

· I go to the cinema often. 

· But never: I go often to the cinema. 
Here are some other expressions we can use to say ‘how often’. All of these longer phrases go at the beginning or the end of the sentence but not in the middle. 

· once in a while: I go to the cinema once in a while. 

· every now and again: She drinks wine every now and again. 

· from time to time: From time to time I visit my mother. 

To say how often something happens, you can use a number or ‘several’ or ‘many’, followed by ‘times’.( If the number is one, use ‘once’ instead of ‘one time’. If the number is two use ‘twice’ instead of ‘two times’) Then add ‘a’ and a period of time: 

· I go to the cinema twice a week. 

· She take these tablets three times a day. 

· I change the sheets once a fortnight (fortnight = two weeks). 

· I meet him several times a year. 

· I visit my parents once a month. 

We can also use ‘every’ + period of time: 

· every morning 

· every day 

· every Tuesday 

· every week 

· every month 

A day of the week with ‘s’ at the end, for example ‘on Tuesdays’ means the same as ‘every Tuesday’: 

· I take a dance class on Wednesdays. 

· I relax on Saturdays. 

How to make the Present Continuous Tense

(also called the Present Progressive Tense)


The present continuous (sometimes called the present progressive) tense in English is really easy to make and is the same for all verbs. We make it using the present simple of ‘be’ + verb-ing: 

Here is how we make the positive: 

	Positive 
	Positive Short Form 

	I am sleeping
	I'm sleeping

	you are sleeping
	you're sleeping

	he is sleeping
	he's sleeping

	she is sleeping
	she's sleeping

	it is sleeping
	it's sleeping

	we are sleeping
	we're sleeping

We can make the negative by adding ‘not’: 

	Negative 
	Negative Short Form 

	I am not sleeping
	I'm not sleeping

	you are not playing
	you aren't playing

	he is not reading
	he isn't reading

	she is not working
	she isn't working

	it is not raining
	it isn't raining

	we are not cooking
	we aren't cooking

	they are not listening
	they aren't listening


Questions are also really, really easy. Just like we made the question with ‘be’ in the present simple, here we also put ‘am’, ‘is’, or ‘are’ before the subject to make a 'yes / no' question: 

	Yes / No Questions 

	am I eating chocolate ?

	are you studying now ?

	is he working ?

	is she doing her homework ?

	is it raining ?

	are we meeting at six ?

	are they coming ?


For ‘wh’ questions, just put the question word at the front: 

	Wh Questions 

	Why am I eating chocolate ?

	What are you studying now ?

	When is he working ?

	What is she doing ?

	Why is it raining ?

	Who are we meeting ?

	How are they travelling ?

Present Continuous Use

(Also called the present progressive tense)
So, now you can make the present continuous tense. But what about present continuous use? Here are some situations when we need this tense.

1: Firstly, we use it for things that are happening at the moment of speaking. 

· I’m working at the moment. 

· Please call back – we are eating dinner. 

· Julie is sleeping. 

· You are studying the present continuous. 

2: We can also use this tense for temporary situations, when we feel something won't continue for a long time. 

· She’s staying with her friend for a week. 

· I’m living in London for a few months. 

· John’s working in a bar until he finds a job in his field. 

· I’m reading a really great book. 

Compare this with the present simple, which is used for permanent situations that we feel will continue for a long time. 

3: We can use the present continuous for habits but they have to be temporary or new habits (for normal habits that continue for a long time, we use the present simple). 

· He’s eating a lot these days. 

· She’s swimming every morning (she didn’t used to do this). 

· You’re smoking too much. 

· They’re working late every night. 

4: Another present continuous use is for annoying habits, when we want to show that something happens too often and we don't like it. In this case we need to use an adverb like ‘always’ / ‘forever’ / ‘constantly'. 

· You’re always losing your keys! 

· She’s constantly missing the train. 

· He’s always sleeping in. 

· They’re forever being late. 

5: The next use is for definite future arrangements (with a future time word). In this case we have already made a plan and we are pretty sure that the event will happen in the future. 

· I’m meeting my father tomorrow. 

· We’re going to the beach at the weekend. 

· I’m leaving at three. 

· They’re coming to the party at the weekend. 

6: Finally we use this tense to talk about a situation which is slowly changing. 

· I’m getting better at playing the piano. 

· The weather is improving. 

We can't use the this tense (or any other continuous tense) with Stative verbs. 

Stative Verbs

How to use stative and dynamic verbs

Some English verbs, which we call state, non-continuous or Stative verbs, aren’t used in continuous tenses (like the continuous These verbs often describe states that last for some time. Here is a list of some common ones:

A verb which isn’t Stative is called a dynamic verb, and is usually an action.

Some verbs can be both Stative and dynamic:
	Be

	be is usually a Stative verb, but when it is used in the continuous it means ‘behaving’ or ‘acting’ 

· you are stupid = it’s part of your personality 

· you are being stupid = only now, not usually 

	Think

	· think (Stative) = have an opinion
I think that coffee is great 

· think (dynamic) = consider, have in my head
what are you thinking about? I’m thinking about my next holiday

	Have

	· have (Stative) = own
I have a car 

· have (dynamic) = part of an expression
I’m having a party / a picnic / a bath / a good time / a break

	See

	· see (Stative) = see with your eyes / understand
I see what you mean
I see her now, she’s just coming along the road 

· see (dynamic) = meet / have a relationship with
I’ve been seeing my boyfriend for three years

Indefinite Articles: a and an

"A" and "an" signal that the noun modified is indefinite, referring to any member of a group. For example:

"My daughter really wants a dog for Christmas." This refers to any dog. We don't know which dog because we haven't found the dog yet. 

"Somebody call a policeman!" This refers to any policeman. We don't need a specific policeman; we need any policeman who is available. 

"When I was at the zoo, I saw an elephant!" Here, we're talking about a single, non-specific thing, in this case an elephant. There are probably several elephants at the zoo, but there's only one we're talking about here. 

Remember, using a or an depends on the sound that begins the next word. So...

a + singular noun beginning with a consonant: a boy; a car; a bike; a zoo; a dog 

an + singular noun beginning with a vowel: an elephant; an egg; an apple; an idiot; an orphan 

a + singular noun beginning with a consonant sound: a user (sounds like 'yoo-zer,' i.e. begins with a consonant 'y' sound, so 'a' is used); a university; a unicycle 

In some cases where "h" is pronounced, such as "historical," us an:

An historical event is worth recording.

In writing, "a historical event" is more commonly used.

Remember that this rule also applies when you use acronyms:

Introductory Composition at Purdue (ICaP) handles first-year writing at the University. Therefore, an ICaP memo generally discusses issues concerning English 106 instructors.

Another case where this rule applies is when acronyms start with consonant letters but have vowel sounds:

An MSDS (material safety data sheet) was used to record the data. An SPCC plan (Spill Prevention Control and Countermeasures plan) will help us prepare for the worst.

If the noun is modified by an adjective, the choice between a and an depends on the initial sound of the adjective that immediately follows the article:

a broken egg 

an unusual problem 

a European country (sounds like 'yer-o-pi-an,' i.e. begins with consonant 'y' sound) 

Remember, too, that in English, the indefinite articles are used to indicate membership in a group:

I am a teacher. (I am a member of a large group known as teachers.) 

Brian is an Irishman. (Brian is a member of the people known as Irish.) 

Seiko is a practicing Buddhist. (Seiko is a member of the group of people known as Buddhists.)

Definite Article: the

The definite article is used before singular and plural nouns when the noun is specific or particular. The signals that the noun is definite, that it refers to a particular member of a group. For example:

"The dog that bit me ran away." Here, we're talking about a specific dog, the dog that bit me.

"I was happy to see the policeman who saved my cat!" Here, we're talking about a particular policeman. Even if we don't know the policeman's name, it's still a particular policeman because it is the one who saved the cat.

"I saw the elephant at the zoo." Here, we're talking about a specific noun. Probably there is only one elephant at the zoo. 

Count and Non count Nouns

The can be used with non count nouns, or the article can be omitted entirely.

"I love to sail over the water" (some specific body of water) or "I love to sail over water" (any water). 

"He spilled the milk all over the floor" (some specific milk, perhaps the milk you bought earlier that day) or "He spilled milk all over the floor" (any milk). 

"A/an" can be used only with count nouns.

"I need a bottle of water." 

"I need a new glass of milk."

The simple future refers to a time later than now, and expresses facts or certainty. In this case there is no 'attitude'.

The simple future is used:

1) To predict a future event: It will rain tomorrow.

2)  (with I/we) to express a spontaneous decision: (decisions at the moment) I'll pay for the tickets by credit card.

3) to express willingness: I'll do the washing-up. He'll carry your bag for you.

4) . (in the negative form) to express unwillingness: The baby won't eat his soup. I won't leave until I've seen the manager!

5) . (with I in the interrogative form) to make an offer: Shall I open the window?

6)  (with we in the interrogative form) to make a suggestion: Shall we go to the cinema tonight?

7)  (with I in the interrogative form) to ask for advice or instructions: What shall I tell the boss about this money?

8)  (with you) to give orders: You will do exactly as I say.

9)(with you) to give an invitation: Will you come to the dance with me?
Will you marry me?
10) To make a promise: I will get you a new coat from Paris. 
11) Making an arrangement: I'll meet you at the bus stop. 

12) Making I'll take the metro as the bus is late.

13) Expressing intention: I'll visit the pyramids in January. 

14)  Expressing threats : I won’t let you go out this weekend .

NOTE: In modern English will is preferred to shall.

Shall is mainly used with I and we to make an offer or suggestion (see examples (e) and (f) above, or to ask for advice (example (g) above).
With the other persons (you, he, she, they) shall is only used in literary or poetic situations, e.g.

"With rings on her fingers and bells on her toes, She shall have music wherever she goes."
. 


2. Future with Going to - function
The use of 'going to' to refer to future events suggests a very strong association with the present. The time is not important - it is later than now, but the attitude is that the event depends on a present situation, that we know about. So it is used:

a) to refer to our plans and intentions:
We're going to move to London next year. (= the plan is in our minds now.)

b) to make predictions based on present evidence:
Look at those clouds - it's going to pour with rain! (= It's clear from what I can see now.)

Note: In everyday speech, 'going to' is often shortened to 'gonna', especially in American English.

More examples:

Plans and intentions:
a. Is Freddy going to buy a new car soon?
b. Are John and Pam going to visit Milan when they are in Italy?
c. I think Nigel and Mary are going to have a party next week.

Predictions based on present evidence:
a. There's going to be a terrible accident!
b. He's going to be a brilliant politician.
c. I'm going to have terrible indigestion.

NOTE: It is unusual to say 'I'm going to go to...'
Instead, we use 'going to' + a place or event:

Examples:

We are going to the beach tomorrow.
She is going to the ballet tonight.
Are you going to the party tomorrow night?                                 
Present continuous for the future, function
The present continuous is used to talk about arrangements for events at a time later than now. 
There is a suggestion that more than one person is aware of the event, and that some preparation has already happened. e.g.

A I'm meeting Jim at the airport = and both Jim and I have discussed this.
b. I am leaving tomorrow. = and I've already bought my train ticket.
c. We're having a staff meeting next Monday = and all members of staff have been told about it.

Using the Present Perfect

When should we use the present perfect tense?

We use this tense for unfinished and finished actions: 

	Unfinished Actions

	We use this tense when we want to talk about unfinished actions that started in the past and continue to the present. Usually we use it to say 'how long' an action or state has continued with 'since' and 'for'. Often, we use Stative verbs in this situation: 

· I’ve known Karen since 1994. 

· She's lived in London for three years.


	'Since' and 'For'

	We use 'since' with a fixed time in the past (2004, April 23rd, last year, two hours ago). The fixed time can be another action, indicated with the past simple (since I was at school, since I arrived): 

· I've known Sam since 1992. 

· I've liked chocolate since I was a child. 

· She's been here since 2pm.

We use 'for' with a period of time (2 hours, three years, six months): 

· I've know Julie for ten years. 

· I've been hungry for hours. 

· She's had a cold for a week.

	In this tense, we use both 'been' and 'gone' as the past participle of 'go', but in slightly different circumstances.

	Been

	We use 'been' (often when we talk about 'life experience') to mean that the person being talked about has visited the place, and come back. Notice the preposition 'to': 

· I've been to Paris (in my life, but now I'm in London, where I live) 

· She has been to school today (but now she's back at home) 

· They have never been to California.

	Gone

	We use 'gone' (often when we are talking about an action with a result in the present) to mean that the person is at the place now: 

· 'Where's John?' 'He's gone to the shops' (he's at the shops now) 

· Julie has gone to Mexico (now she's in Mexico) 

· They've gone to Japan for three weeks (now they're in Japan)

15 - Did Suzy hear any of the telephone conversation? Why? 

No, Suzy didn't hear any of the telephone conversation because she didn't use to listen other people's phone calls. 
16 - Who was Elaine's boy friend? 

Benny Greep was Elaine's boy friend


1 -  What did Samuel do after Suzy had left ?

He went back to the café and asked for the phone book  to look for the address and phone number of the Las Cabanas 

2 - Describe Las Cabanas at day time ? 

It looked quite different. It was a very depressing place and looked 0 empty and dirty.
