



Creating a character T-shirt

                           S a part of the drama project students were asked to create a model for “Character T-shirt” for a literary character of their choice. The objective is to identify the literary elements used by the author to describe the character, and then to create a visual interpretation of the character’s traits. The following list suggests where information can be displayed on the T-shirt. 
The front of the t-shirt must include:
Story Title, Author, Character’s Name, Picture of Character, and description of Character
The right sleeve must include:
Strengths of character
The left sleeve must include:
Weaknesses of character
The back of the T-shirt must include:
Internal/ External Conflicts, Static/Dynamic Character
       
            his assignment was given to students to know their ability to analyze  a character from a literary work  they have studied. The picture of  the T-shirt shows student’s analysis for the charcter of “Antonio “from”Merchant of Venice” .It shows the student’s ability to go deep in the character, to show their own thoughts, beliefs and opinions about the character, to explain why the character behaved in the way it did through the play,to say what is good and bad about the character and if the character changed from the beginning to the end or not. It also shows how the student imagined the character’s physical appearance. 
         It reflects the student’s understands better than asking them to write 
a paragraph about the character. It asks students to show their understanding for the character in an authentic, realistic and familiar way as they all know T-shirts.
             This also shows the teacher’s choice or abilityto assign activities for students that look attractive, creative, meaningful, purposeful, help students to create models, to elicite what is hidden in their minds. 
               This character T-shirt serves one of the main aims of teaching drama, analysis. It helps students to appreciate, analyze and criticize the literary work.
